First, let me say thank you for all who attended the Annual Meeting in January. The
input and discussions are greatly appreciated and provides us understanding on
direction we need to take to make sure our Club serves the needs of all of our
members.

With that, it was mentioned that we need to be more transparent and

' communicative regarding club initiatives and changes. That is why | wanted to
update you on some of the projects we are working on during the downtime at the

Club and thoughts on timing for the re-opening.

There’s plenty of cleaning and touch-up work being done, primarily by myself and the staff. Additionally,
what was thought to be a minor repair to the bar room floor evolved into something much bigger once
we got started. Suffice to say we are putting in an entirely new floor. We also needed to install a new
ceiling in the bar due to the water leak we had last summer.
